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Human rights have surged to the forefront of the debate about what will succeed the Millennium 

Development Goals in 2015. Yet, UN member states are just beginning to articulate the concrete 

implications of embedding human rights into the set of goals, targets, and indicators as well as the 

accountability and financing systems of the post-2015 sustainable development framework.   

 

In this context, human rights, development and environmental practitioners will discuss the very practical, 

baseline implications of anchoring the post-2015 SDG framework in existing human rights norms 

throughout the three dimensions of sustainable development—social, economic, environmental—and 

the importance of governance and accountability in this regard.
